John Aloisi       
Football

John Aloisi become a national hero after slotting home the penalty goal to send Australia to the 2006 FIFA
World Cup. Aloisi’s goal will forever be remembered as one of Australia’s greatest sporting moments. The
talented striker is currently the marquee player for A-League club Sydney FC and an intergral part of the
Australian Socceroos as they work towards the 2010 World Cup.

Brett Aitken                     
Cycling

Sydney 2000 Olympic gold medallist (Madison).  Winner of silver and bronze medals at the Barcelona and 
Atlanta Olympic Games, World Champion, Goodwill Games Champion, Commonwealth Champion and 
winner of 21 national titles. 2000 Australian Cyclist of the Year with Scott McGrory. Brett has since retired 
from international cycling in order to support his wife Natalie and their twin girls. Brett also manages a gym 
and an internet based personal fitness training business.

Ryan Bayley OAM               
Cycling

Dual Olympic, Commonwealth Games gold medallist and Australian Champion. Ryan Bayley starred at the 
2004 Athens Olympics winning two gold on the track and was named the 2004 Australian Cyclist of the Year, 
AIS Athlete of the Year and Don Award finalist. Ryan has made 13 Australian teams since 2000 and was the 
2000 Male Junior Cyclist and the Male Junior Track Cyclist of the Year. Last year Bayley qualified for his 
second Olympic Games.  

Mark Bosnich         
Football

Regarded as one of Australia’s most talented football exports, Bosnich moved to England in 1989 at the age 
of 16 to join Manchester United. And went on to establish himself as one of the best goalkeepers in the 
Premier League, winning championships with Aston Villa in 1994 and 1996 and most recently with 
Manchester United in 2000. Mark debuted for the Socceroos in 1993 and has played 17 internationals for his 
country. He recently returned to Australia, completing a guest stint with Hyundai A-League club the Central 
Coast Mariners, and proved he is still one of the football’s biggest drawcards. Currently playing with Sydney 
Olympic in the NSW Premier League, Bosnich continues to impress many with his skill, experience and 
determination. 

Torah Bright 
Snowboarding

At only 22 years of age Torah is one of the world's leading female snowboarders. Torah is the hottest youth 
sports commodity on the planet. Torah made her Olympic debut at the 2006 Winter Olympics in Torino and 
has since claimed the 2006/07 TTR World Title and back to back US Open, Nippon Open, World Superpipe 
and Burton Global Open Series titles. Torah is one of the most photographed snowboarders in the world 
featuring in international television campaigns, on billboards and in the Microsoft X Box Games Amped 2 and 
Amped 3.  

Jon Burgess            
Business Consultant

Jon Burgess is the founder of Kwan, an international consultancy company providing training programs in 
people connectivity  for business networks. Jon is regarded by many as the leading international authority in 
the field of connecting and engaging people networks and equally renowned for his development of the 
“ CONNECT” ® process, a program that helps people unlock the invisible network. Jon was born in 
Bermuda, and raised and educated in London, Africa (Uganda) and Australia. At age 15, Jon returned to 
London to represent at youth level, West Ham & Wimbledon United Football Clubs.

Lauren Burns OAM                 
Taekwondo 

Australia’s first ever Olympic gold medallist in Taekwondo. Twelve times Taekwondo National Champion 
with a string of international titles, including the US Open and medals at the World Championships.  Lauren 
is also an inspirational public speaker and ambassador for World Vision, Athletes As Role Models and the 
Appin Hall Children's Foundation, and has written an autobiography called “Fighting Spirit”, and has 
completed studying an Applied Health Science degree majoring in Natropathy and is a member of AOC's 
Athlete's Commission, advising the AOC Executive on athlete's perspectives relating to the Olympic 
movement. Lauren was part of Channel Seven's team of commentators for the 2008 Beijing Olympics. 



Alisa Camplin OAM                     
Aerial Skiing

Alisa captivated the world and made history in 2002 when she became Australia’s first female Winter 
Olympic gold medallist. At the Torino 2006 Olympic Games Alisa overcame injury and a limited preparation 
to carry the flag for Australia at the Opening Ceremony and defy the odds to claim a stunning bronze medal, 
becoming the first person in history to win back to back Olympic aerial medals. Alisa is 2003 World 
Champion and 2003-2005 World Record holder and two times World Cup Grand Prix Champion. There is 
only one other woman in the history of the sport who has held the three titles (Olympic, World and World Cup 
Grand Prix) at once and she is only the third woman in freestyle skiing history to claim seven victories in the 
one season. Alisa won the 2002 Female Sportswoman Of The Year Award and the 2002 Don Award. Alisa 
commentated on the Gymnastics & Diving at the Athens Olympics & World Aerials at Mt Buller in 2004. She 
was a judge on Nine's Torvill & Dean's Dance on Ice series in 2006 & was part of the PM's 2020 Summit in 
the Health category.

Brett Emerton    
Football

Current Australian Socceroo and Blackburn Rovers representative Brett Emerton is widely regarded
amongst Australia’s best elite football players. Brett was a crucial component to the Socceroos 2006 World
Cup campaign. A big powerful player, Brett possesses speed, ball control and creativity that excites football
crowds around the globe. One of the fittest footballers on the planet, Brett will continue to be an influential
member of the Australian Socceroos as they build towards the 2010 World Cup.

Cadel Evans                     
Cycling

Consecutive runner-up finishes in the Tour de France, arguably the toughest sporting event in the world, 
have elevated Cadel Evans to one of Australia’s most prominent sportsmen. Evans is the highest ever 
placed Australian in the Tour de France and the first Australian to win the UCI ProTour (2007). Following last 
year’s tour, Evans competed in the Beijing Olympics and despite suffering injuries and exhaustion he 
managed to claim fifth place in the time-trial and put in a courageous team effort in the road race. Voted by 
the public as 2006 Australian Sports Performer of the Year, Evans continues his quest to become Australia's 
first Tour de France champion. 

Pat Farmer               
Marathon Runner 

Having run across the United States of America, around Australia and vertically to the height of Mount
Everest, Pat Farmer is one of the world’s best ultra marathon runners. His history of courage, determination
and endurance place him in a class of his own. Pat is a patriotic Australian, an Australia Day Ambassador
and a Federal Member of Parliament for the seat of Macarthur. He is an outstanding public and motivational
speaker empowering people from all walks of life to take challenges head on. Pat also prides himself on
being an “average” Australian, albeit one who pursues exceptional challenges. 

Lisa Forrest           
Swimming

Lisa Forrest burst onto the international swimming scene in 1978 as a 14 year old school girl. She captained 
the Australian swimming team to the 1980 Moscow Olympics despite the Australian government’s attempt to 
boycott the Games. Retiring after gold medal performances at the 1982 Brisbane Commonwealth Games, 
Lisa then did what no high-profile sports woman had done before her – made a successful move into the 
media. An actor, author, emcee, TV and radio presenter, interviewer, mother and Olympian, Lisa is a very 
accomplished speaker. More recently, Lisa released Boycott , a book about the 1980 Moscow Olympics. 

Matt Hall                   
Red Bull World Air 
Race Championship 
Pilot

Following a decorated career as a RAAF combat fighter, Australia’s very own top gun pilot Matt Hall this year 
became the first Australian ever to compete in the Red Bull Air Race Series, the fastest and most exciting 
sport on the planet. Using the fastest, most agile and lightweight racing planes, Red Bull Air Race pilots 
navigate a low-level aerial race track made up of air-filled pylons, reaching speeds of 370 kilometres per 
hour while withstanding forces of up to 12 G’s. A highly self disciplined individual, Hall is respected for his 
ability to communicate with people at all levels and is greatly admired for his focus under pressure and 
leadership qualities. He is an outstanding motivator and is a popular public speaker, mentor and role model. 
Hall has represented Australia for most of his life in the Royal Australian Air Force, one of the highest 
honours any Australian can aspire to. And now he represents Australia in sport, a fantastic story for a very 
proud Aussie.

Vince Grella                         
Football

Vince made his international debut with the Socceroos in 2003 and is now widely regarded as one of 
Australia's most crucial players. Vince made his mark with Empoli in the Serie A and later signed with Parma 
before joining the English Premier League with the Blackburn Rovers. Vince is regarded as an extremely 
tough player, his performances against Uruguay in the crucial 2005 World Cup play-off and subsequent 
performances at the 2006 World Cup have confirmed Vince as a player the Socceroos will depend on as 
they prepare for the 2010 World Cup. 



Niki Gudex                       
Mountain Biking

Niki is Australia's most recognisable and highly regarded female mountain biker. Niki has raced on the 
Australian DH and XC teams, and continues to perform at both national and international biking events. She 
has been voted Australia’s Sexiest Sportswoman by Inside Sport readers and regularly features in FHM's 
Top 100 Sexiest Women on the planet. Niki has also completed a Bachelor of Creative Arts degree and 
designed Niki Gudex Roeckl gloves and Italian label Castelli bike wear and writes an online diary regularly 
for cyclingnews.com See her website at www.nikigudex.com 

Clinton Hill                          
Athletics

Clinton was a member of the 2004 Athens Olympic Games winning silver as part of Australia’s historic 
4x400m relay team. Clinton ended a 48 year drought when he anchored Australia home in the 4x400m relay 
to win silver in Athens and is a three time National 400m Champion. He finished 8th at the 2002 
Commonwealth Games in the 400m and competed at the 2003 World Championships in semi-finals for the 
400m and 4x400m relay. Clinton won gold with the 4x400m relay team at the Melbourne 2006 
Commonwealth Games and competed at the 2008 Beijing Olympics. 

Geoff Huegill        
Swimming

One of Australian swimming’s brightest personalities, Geoff Huegill recently made a spectacular return to the 
sport for the 2009/10 international season. He is aiming for the 2010 Commonwealth Games in Delhi, India 
and potentially the London 2012 Olympic Games. Between 1997 and 2004 Huegill had established himself 
as one of the world’s finest butterfly competitors over 50 and 100m, winning individual bronze in the 100m 
butterfly and silver in the 4x100m medley relay at the Sydney 2000 Games. By the age of 25 he was a six-
time world champion, eight-time world record holder, and a five-time Commonwealth Games gold medallist 
with over 10 Australian National titles. Huegill’s recent comeback to swimming has been aided by the NSW 
Institute of Sport (NSWIS) who offered him a full swimming scholarship to train with the new Sydney ‘super 
squad’ headed by Australia’s pre-eminent swimming coach Grant Stoelwinder.

Tracey Holmes         
Media Personality

Tracey's international broadcasting career began with the ABC 17 years ago. She became the first female 
host of Grandstand and stayed with ABC Sport until 1996. Tracey then moved on to the Sydney Organising 
Committee for the Olympic Games as the international media spokesperson for two years. In 1998, her 
passion for presenting and sport merged again and Tracey co-hosted the FIFA World Cup in France with 
SBS and again in Germany 2006. She then became a key anchor for Channel Seven's Sydney Olympics 
coverage and hosted a range of sports shows, including The Tracey Holmes Show. Since then Tracey has 
worked overseas as a sports broadcaster in Hong Kong and for China Central Television in Beijing where 
she is covering her 7th Olympics. Her passion is sport, humanity and the role sport plays in every society 
around the world. She is an author and a well sought after a MC, host and key note speaker. 

Steve Hooker      
Athletics

As the first Australian man to ever hold both the Olympic and World titles concurrently, pole vaulter Steve 
Hooker can rightfully be considered his country’s greatest ever field athlete. At the 2008 Beijing Olympics, 
Steve Hooker became the first Australian track athlete to win Olympic Gold in 60 years, the first Australian 
male track or field gold medallist since 1968 and the first Australian athletics Olympic champion since Cathy 
Freeman in 2000 when he claimed the men’s pole vault. There is no doubting Steve Hooker’s athletic ability, 
however his humility and grace under pressure has been significant to his popularity with the Australian 
public. A very down to earth individual, Steve is knock-about Aussie with a great sense of humour and a 
certain charm to his persona. An exciting talent all round, Steve is a tremendous ambassador for athletics in 
Australia and has a promising future ahead.

Nate Johnstone   
Snowboarding

Snowboarder Nate Johnstone, 19, is part of generation next, a new breed of extreme sporting stars who are 
destined for big things. Early next year, Johnstone will become one of Australia’s youngest winter Olympians 
when he contests the men’s halfpipe in the 2010 Winter Olympic Games in Vancouver, Canada. Added to 
the OWI scholarship program in April 2008, the Rip Curl rider is also an NSWIS athlete and was recently 
named the NSWIS Junior Athlete of the Year.  

Brydan Klein                       
Tennis 

At just 19 years of age Brydan Klein has established himself as one of Australia’s leading junior tennis 
players. Brydan became the first Aussie in 12 years to be crowned the 2007 Australian Open Junior 
Champion and is currently ranked in the top 20 senior players nationally. At the beginning of 2006 Brydan 
was the highest ranked International Tennis Federation (ITF) player for his age in the world. In 2007 Brydan 
joined the Australian Davis Cup team as a hitting partner for their tie against Belgium and continues to gain 
valuable experience with the national team. Last year Brydan was nominated alongside elite sportsmen such 
as Cadel Evans and Casey Stoner for the prestigious Inaugural Sports Performer of the Year Award which 
celebrates excellence in sport. 



John Konrads      
Swimming

Swimming legend John Konrads astounded the sporting world when at the age of 15 he broke every 
freestyle World Record from 200m to 1500m. John represented Australia at the 1956, 1960 and 1964 
Olympic Games, winning gold in the 1500m freestyle at the 1960 Rome Olympic Games and bringing home 
three gold medals from the 1958 Cardiff Commonwealth Games. Having achieved sporting success early 
on, John was able to apply the same successful principles in life and business, and enjoyed a distinguished 
career in Australian corporate life. An athlete, coach, business mentor, leader, life coach and key note 
speaker, John possesses a wealth of experience to inspire and challenge others. 

Scott McGrory 
Cycling

2000 Olympic gold medallist (Madison) and 1988 Seoul Olympic bronze medallist, former World Champion 
and most successful European 6 Day racing legend since the 1970’s (see also Brett Aitken). 2000 Australian 
of the Year with Brett Aitken. Has been riding professionally in Europe since 1997. Since 2001 has been 
contracted to the famous Maipei team.

Jeff McMullen OAM     
Media Personality

Jeff McMullen is an award winning journalist, explorer, adventurer, tireless charity worker and ambassador 
for Aboriginal health and education. As CEO (gratis) of Ian Thorpe’s Fountain for Youth, Jeff has spent the 
last seven years helping build an alliance of people determined to achieve improvements in the health and 
education of aboriginal children. As creator and host of the ABC discussion series, ‘DIFFERENCE OF 
OPINION’ Jeff brought first rate minds together to discuss the big issues facing Australia today including our 
country’s greatest social challenges. A long and distinguished career as a journalist, Jeff has travelled to all 
parts of the world, covering war zones, sickness, military coups, trench warfare, civil wars and the famous 
Watergate scandal and has won countless awards including the United Nations Media Peace Prize and an 
Order of Australia medal. Jeff's experiences as a journalist, the stories he has covered, the amazing places 
he has travelled and his passion for humanity, make him one of Australia’s most respected and engaging 
speakers. 

Tracey Menzies                  
Swim Coach

After taking over as coach of Australia’s number one swimmer Ian Thorpe in 2003, Tracey Menzies helped 
guide the Thorpedo to silver, bronze and two gold medals at the 2004 Athens Games, seven National Titles 
and numerous World Championship and Grand Prix wins. She is in demand as a key note speaker and 
workshop facilitator and recently coached Craig Stevens to his second Olympic Games in Beijing 2008.

Tevita Metuisela     
Rugby League

Tevita is an Australian professional rugby league player for the Wests Tigers in the National Rugby League 
(NRL) competition. Tevita previously played for the Sydney Roosters and Melbourne Storm. Most recently he 
was named in the Tonga training squad for the 2008 Rugby League World Cup. 

Anthony Minichiello                     
Rugby League

Having won the prestigious Golden Boot award in 2005 for best rugby league player on the planet, Anthony 
Minichiello is undoubtedly one of the greatest players of the modern era. Since making his first grade debut 
for the Sydney Roosters in 2000, Anthony has played 180 plus games for the club including winning a 
premiership in 2002. Anthony is also one of the sports most popular players off the field. With a friendly, fun 
attitude to life, Anthony also possesses plenty of style, confidence and charisma. He has been voted 
league’s sexiest man and is regularly used in promotions for his club, state and country. 

Matthew Mitcham     
Diving

At the 2008 Beijing Olympic Games, Matthew Mitcham performed the single greatest dive in Olympic history
to become the first Australian male to win an Olympic gold medal in diving since Dick Eve at the 1924
Summer Olympics. Matthew has since attracted many fans with his maturity, good looks, modesty and
friendly personality and will continue to be a star attraction for Australia as he works towards the 2010
Commonwealth Games and 2012 London Olympics. 

Les Murray                         
Football Commentator

Les Murray is known as both the face and voice of football (soccer) in Australia. As the most prominent 
commentator and presenter of football on Australian television, he is credited with championing the 
monumental rise in popularity of the sport in his country through the 1980s and ‘90s. He is otherwise known 
throughout Australia as Mr Football. Les’ authority and rich experience in sports journalism, broadcasting and 
business, make him a much sought-after figure, opinion-maker, writer, raconteur and skilled speaker. He has 
spoken at the United Nations, the Lowy Institute, the Asia-Pacific Broadcasting Union and many international 
forums, on all manner of subjects, including sport, broadcasting, the ethics of sport and the business of 
sport.



Kerri Pottharst                         
Volleyball

Kerri Pottharst is without question, one of Australia’s most popular female sporting personalities. She is also 
Australia’s most decorated Indoor and Beach Volleyball player, having represented her country for an 
incredible 20 years. When she took up the sport at the age of 15, she hadn’t yet dreamed of becoming an 
Olympic champion. “I was simply given an opportunity, set myself goals, worked hard and most importantly, I 
loved every minute of it!”

Wycliff Palu              
Rugby Union

Australian Wallaby and New South Wales Waratahs representative Wycliff Palu is one of world rugby’s most 
damaging players. The 1.94 metre, 120kg flanker made his Australian debut in 2006 and is now one of the 
Wallabies most valuable and respected players. Off the field, Palu is a quietly spoken and very humble 
young man who values family and is great with fans. Palu continues to hold his reputation as one the most 
feared forwards on the planet.

Jane Saville                          
Athletics

Athens 2004 Olympic bronze medallist and ranked number one in the world of race walking in 2004! Jane 
won her third consecutive gold medal at the 2006 Commonwealth Games in Melbourne, crossing the line 
moments before her sister and training partner Natalie. Jane won her 10th National title at the 2006 
Australian Championships and is a five time National 20km Champion. Jane won the hearts of a nation by 
the way she accepted the judges’ decision when she was tragically disqualified 150m from a certain gold 
medal at the Sydney 2000 Olympics. Following further DQ’s at the 2001 National and World Championships 
Jane refined her technique and won gold in the 2002 & 2006 Commonwealth Games, plus four National titles 
and bronze in Athens. Jane has since retired but continues to inspire people in the areas of health and 
wellness.

Natalie Saville                                    
Athletics

Now retired, Nat won silver at the 2006 Commonwealth Games in Melbourne moments behind her sister 
Jane! Nat also competed alongside Jane at the 2004 Athens Olympics which is only the second time ever 
that Australian track and field siblings have represented Australia at the same Olympics. Nat placed second 
at the 2002, 2005 and 2006 Australian Championships and third in 2004 and 2008. Jane and Nat are not 
only rivals, training partners and sisters, but they are also best of friends and they are striving towards 
finishing on the podium together. Natalie was selected to commentate on Sky Sport (News) during the 2008 
Beijing Olympics across the athletics program.

Emily Seebohm                           
Swimming

Emily Seebohm is Australia’s newest swimming sensation. At just 17 years old, Seebohm is one of 
Australia’s youngest Olympic champions. At the 2008 Beijing Olympics, Seebohm claimed gold and a new 
world record with the 4x100m Medley Relay (MR) team. And earlier this year, she broke her own 
Commonwealth Record to claim gold in the 100m Backstroke(B) at the 2008 Australian Championships.  
Emily won her first senior national title at the 2006 Australian Championships and went on to claim gold at 
the 2007 World Championships and a world record with the 4 x 100 Medley Relay team. She has nine 
Australian Age titles and is the Commonwealth Record holder for the 100m Backstroke. 

Matt Shirvington                            
Athletics

Matt has become one of Australia’s all time greatest sprinters. Winner of five consecutive National Titles in 
the 100m and five top three finishes nationally in the 200m. After overcoming a series of injuries, Matt 
suffered from glandular fever in 2003. Recurring symptons forced him to withdraw from the 2004 Olympics, 
however Matt returned to qualify for the 2005 World Championships and competed at the 2006 
Commonwealth Games. Matt is in great demand as a TV talent having appeared as presenter of Seven's 
series 'Beyond Tomorrow' and Dancing with the Stars.

George Smith        
Rugby Union Current Australian Wallaby George Smith is one of world rugby’s most established and respected players.

Recently chosen as a member of the Wallaby Team of the Decade, last year Smith won the Super14 Player
of the Year Award, for the third consecutive year and in 2002 was the first recipient of the John Eales Medal,
awarded by the Australian Rugby Union and the Rugby Union Players' Association to their Player of the
Year. Off the field, Smith takes part in many coaching clinics for children and was the face of Australian
version of Electronic Arts' video game Rugby 2005 . In 2006 Smith chopped off his dreadlocks for charity to
help younger people with cancer and Smith is also the older brother of fellow Brumbies player and Tongan
international Tyrone Smith.

Tyrone Smith      
Rugby Union

The younger brother of Wallaby captain George Smith, Tyrone is a former schoolboy prodigy who after 
playing rugby league for the past five years, has returned to Australia to resume his promising rugby career. 
Currently playing with the ACT Brumbies in the Super 14, Smith is known for his solid defence, exciting 
attacking flair and excellent fend and has been earmarked as future Wallaby.



Craig Stevens                               
Swimming

Craig Stevens is one of the most likeable and popular members of the Australian Swim team. At the 2008 
Australian Olympic Selection Trials, Craig claimed silver in the 400m and 1500m freestyle events to qualify 
for his second Olympic Games. Craig was catapulted to international fame in 2004 shortly after Ian Thorpe 
slipped from the blocks during Olympic qualifying for the 400m. Craig went on to clear the way for Thorpe to 
be reinstated when he dropped the 400m from his Olympic program.

Ian Thorpe OAM                               
Swimming

Australia's greatest Olympian, Ian has broken 22 world records, has won three gold and two silver medals at 
his first Olympic Games and two gold, one silver and one bronze at the recent 2004 Athens Olympics and in 
doing so has become Australia’s greatest ever Olympian. He has won 11 World Championship titles (the 
most ever), ten Commonwealth Games gold medals and nine Pan Pacific titles.  He is currently the world 
record holder for the 400m freestyle event (plus holds the short course world records in the 200m and 4 x 
200m freestyle events).  Ian also broke the Commonwealth record in the 200m individual medley event at 
the 2003 Australian Championships and again at the 2003 World Championship in Barcelona. In 2000, Ian 
created his own charity - Ian Thorpe’s Fountain For Youth which helps support children in need.

Gary van Egmond                          
Football Coach

Gary Van Egmond is considered one of Australia’s best football coaches after delivering the Newcastle Jets 
their first premiership in season 2007/08. A prominent player in the old NSL, Van Egmond  made his 
Socceroos debut in the 1988 Seoul Olympics and went on to have success with Marconi in the 1990's - 
where he won a championship and played in three finals. He began his coaching career with success as 
youth coach of Northern Spirit before he won the state-league grand final on his return to Manly as head 
coach in 1999. He then joined Newcastle United as the Assistant Coach in 2001 and was appointed Head 
Coach of the Newcastle Jets in 2005. Egmond is now in charge of the Australian Institute of Sport Football 
Program and the Australia national under-17 football team.  

Tony Vidmar                   
Football 

Tony Vidmar joined the Central Coast Mariners in August 2006 as the Hyundai A-League’s marquee player. 
In a career that includes several honours in some of the world’s best leagues, including 75 appearances for 
the Socceroos (third capped player ever), Vidmar is one of Australia’s most respected and likeable football 
players. Now retired, Tony recently joined the coaching staff at Adelaide United. He continues to be a great 
ambassador for football in this country and is also in great demand as a guest speaker and football 
commentator as the national team gains momentum towards the 2010 World Cup.

Shane Watson       
Cricket

Australian cricketer Shane Watson is one of the world’s best all-rounders. With pure natural talent, a strong 
work ethic and good looks he is also one of Australian sport’s most marketable athletes. Recent standout 
performances for Australia and in the Indian Premier League have confirmed his status among world 
cricket’s elite.
